The competition will take place on May 8th, 2026
The competition is organized by Ozolnieki Music School

Goals of the competition:
To promote the artistic growth of young musicians, improve their performance skills and provide valuable experience.
Encourage the professional growth of teachers and exchange experience.

REGULATION
The competition will take place live at the Ozolnieki Music School, Rīgas street 23, Ozolnieki, Ozolnieku pagasts, Jelgavas novads, LV-3018.

Participants: pupils from music schools of Latvia and other countries (except for the national capital cities) studying the following instruments: oboe, clarinet, bassoon, saxophone, trumpet, trombone, tuba, euphonium, etc. 
Pupils learning the flute are excluded from this competition. 

The competition is divided into 3 age groups: 
Group I        9 -11 years of age
Group II   	12-13 years of age
Group III   	14-16 years of age

For participants, the age limit is May 8th, 2026.

Number of participants: maximum 2 pupils from one school on one instrument in each group.
  
Program: 2 characteristically different compositions from different centuries and styles. 1 composition must be in popular or jazz style. Jazz composition is allowed to play with a phonogram minus solo voice.
The program must be performed without sheet music.

Timetable for the program: 
Group I - up to 8 minutes; 
Group II - up to 10 minutes; 
Group III - up to 12 minutes.


Valuation 
The performances will be split and evaluated individually by groups on a 25-point scale. 
Members of the jury can not mark their own pupils.
In all cases, the decision of the jury is final and can not be challenged.
Awarding 
All contestants receive diplomas. 
Winners of the competition receive diplomas and awards. 
Teachers receive a certificate of participation in a professional development program.


Participation fee: € 25 per participant.
Upon receipt of the application, the organizers send invoices to the e-mail address indicated in the application. Payment must be made by bank transfer until May 6, 2026.


Participant's data protection conditions
It is the teacher’s responsibility to obtain the consent of the participant’s parent or guardian that the participant is recorded in audiovisual, audio, and photographic form and his / her personal data may be processed, used, and published for the purpose of the competition and promotion of students' creative and artistic activities.
